NEWPORT STATE AIRPORT

COVENTRY   VT

PURPOSE:  To promote aviation safety by providing a quick reference for procedures pertaining to air operations in the zone included in the TEMPORARY FLIGHT RESTRICTION over Newport State Airport during the Phish  Concert.

APPLICABILITY:  Provisions of this GUIDE are directive in nature and apply to all pilots operating in the airspace over and around the Airport.  All pilots involved will receive a copy of this GUIDE and a briefing on it. Pilots will not construe this directive as approving authority for deviation from normal  FAA or DOD procedures.

FLIGHT VIOLATIONS:  Any incident of hazardous aircraft operations, near misses, or unauthorized entry into the TFR 

will be immediately reported to the Command Center (VT State  Police) at Newport Airport. 

FREQUENCES: See Appendix 1







                 AIRSPACE CONTROL MEASURES:

1. TEMPORARY FLIGHT RESTRICTION (TFR)

5 NM RADIUS TO 5000’ AGL around and over Newport State Airport.

2. ALTITUDE SEPARATION: 

Helicopters – 800’ and below

Fixed Wing – 1000’ and above

3. All official aircraft operating at the airport will call the Command Center before take off and at, before or abeam the following Communication Check Points (CCP)  before landing and when departing:

FROM THE NORTH - CCP LAKE

FROM THE EAST -    CCP ECHO

FROM THE SOUTH – CCP BARTON

The following CCP’s  are the exit and entry points for the 

TFR, and will be used by all aircraft.

NORTHEAST – CCP FIVE

The intersrction of Route 5 and I 91

SOUTH -             CCP ORLEANS

The town of Orleans

NORTHWEST – CCP CENTER

 The town of Newport Center 

4. All aircraft wanting to fly in the TFR must contact the         Command Center prior to entering and receive clearance and a briefing on HOW, WHEN AND WHERE TO FLY!

SEARCH and RESCUE::

1. If an aircraft mishap occurs and the a/c is VTARNG contact the Command Center who in turn will notify the nearest NG person who will activate the Pre Accident Plan.


2. Any personnel on site who becomes injured or sick should be taken to the Medical Aid Station.
