MISSION PILOT/AIRCREW DUTIES IN ADVANCE OF SORTIES:
AT MPV STAGING AREA
· Sign in with CAPID and 101s 
· Get briefing

· Review SSTV procedures and test before taxing off ramp.

For aircraft or vehicles based at other than MPV complete Check In Form 

· Ensure proper uniform

· Ensure CAP ID card and 101 or 101T card

· Fax Personnel Check In form before departure to (802) 229-5193

BRIEFING
SAFETY:  Safety is obviously number one.  Areas to pay attention to are:

· The flight line.

· Taxing 

· Air born – With three crew members trying to work new equipment while piloting in unfamiliar areas that has the potential to be saturated with US Border patrol and Guard aircraft, banner towing operations, news helicopters, ultralights and curious GA gawkers it is important that someone always have eyes outside of the cockpit.  Make sure front seat crew call out when their eyes are in the cockpit playing with radios and what not.  The tasking is high on these flights.

· Aircraft separation – Attached is our safety corridors for entering/exiting the general area.  Also attached is the AVIATION PROCEDURES GUIDE as drafted by the Vermont National Guard.  Be advised that this is based on the assumption that a TFR was granted—there wasn’t, but they do want to control the airspace.  We will be respecting the entry and exit points as published.  Also attached is the CAP Operations Plan.

· Most targets are near the Mobile Command and the area is moderate rolling hills and altitude is not necessary for transmission unless tasked further south.  Initial photos will be directed to obtain the best altitude AGL.  Do not drop below 800’ agl.

· Crew Rest Period – Crew duty days can not exceed 14 hours, with pilots restricted to eight hours total flight time.  This more of a factor on Thursday, Friday and Monday.  Crew duty day includes the time you started work at your day job.

· Health – Use I’M SAFE and make sure you eat and drink liquids.

TASKING:  
The Derby mobile base has identified targets of interest.  They are:

· I91 Interstate Exits 26, 27 & 28.

· A section along the south east coast of Lake Memphramagog.

· The South Bay by the airport and the airport itself.  
We may receive other taskings at their discretion once on site.  They are looking at 12 to 15 photos for the standard route, which if we estimate an hour for completion means one photo taken and transmitted every 6 minutes.
COMMUNICATIONS PLAN:

CAP aircraft will monitor Channel 1 Simplex at all times.  The following calls will be made Channel 1:

· Engine Start-up

· Test of SSTV image transmit before taxiing.

· Wheels up

· On station.  This call will be made to “Mobile Command” who is monitoring the frequency and doing the tasking.  It is not necessary to contact MPV Base as we may be out of range.  See notes above about the need for altitude for transmissions.
· RTB – Return To Base/or exiting area.

· Wheels down

CAP aircraft will also monitor 123.05 which is the Air to Air frequency on the VHF com radio.
